PART 1- GENERAL

1.1 THE SURVEYORS
The Seller has engaged the Surveyors to provide the Single Survey Report and a generic
Mortgage Valuation Report for Lending Purposes. The Seller has also engaged the
Surveyors to provide an Energy Report in the format prescribed by the accredited Energy
Company.

The Surveyors are authorised to provide a transcript or retype of the generic Mortgage
Valuation Report on to Lender specific pro-forma. Transcript reports are commonly
requested by Brokers and Lenders. The transcript report will be in the format required by
the Lender but will contain the same information, inspection date and valuation figure as the
generic Mortgage Valuation Report and the Single Survey. The Surveyors will decline any
transcript request which requires the provision of information additional to the information
in the Report and the generic Mortgage Valuation Report until the Seller has conditionally
accepted an offer to purchase made in writing.

Once the Seller has conditionally accepted an offer to purchase made in writing, the
Purchaser’s lender or conveyancer may request that the Surveyors provide general
comment on standard appropriate supplementary documentation. In the event of a significant
amount of documentation being provided to the Surveyors, an additional fee may be incurred
by the Purchaser. Any additional fee will be agreed in writing.

If information is provided to the Surveyors during the conveyancing process which materially
affects the valuation stated in the Report and generic Mortgage Valuation Report, the
Surveyors reserve the right to reconsider the valuation.

The Surveyors accept no responsibility or liability
whatsoever in relation to the Report to persons other than the Seller and the Purchaser. The
Seller and Purchaser should be aware that if a Lender seeks to rely on this Report they do so
at their own risk. In particular, the Surveyors accept no responsibility or liability whatsoever
to any Lender in relation to the Report. Any such Lender relies upon the Report entirely at
their own risk.

PART 2- DESCRIPTION OF THE REPORT

2.1 THE SERVICE
The Single Survey is a Report by an independent Surveyor, prepared in an objective way
regarding the condition and value of the Property on the day of the inspection, and who is
a member of the Royal Institution of Chartered Surveyors. It includes an Energy Report as
required by Statute and this is in the format of the accredited Energy Company. In addition,
the Surveyor has agreed to supply a generic Mortgage Valuation Report.

2.2 THE INSPECTION
The Inspection is a general surface examination of those parts of the Property which are
accessible: in other words, visible and readily available for examination from ground and floor
levels, without risk of causing damage to the Property or injury to the Surveyor.

All references to visual inspection refer to an inspection from within the property at floor level
and from ground level within the site and adjoining public areas, without the need to move
any obstructions. Any references to left or right are taken facing the front of the property.

The Inspection is carried out with the Seller's permission, without causing damage to the
building or contents. Furniture, stored items and insulation are not moved.

Unless identified in the report the Surveyor will assume that no harmful or hazardous
materials have been used in the construction. The presence or possible consequences of
any site contamination will not be researched.

The Surveyor will not carry out an asbestos inspection, and will not be acting as an asbestos
inspector in completing a Single Survey of properties that may fall within the Control of
Asbestos in the Workplace Regulations. In the case of flats it will be assumed that there is
a duty holder, as defined in the Regulations and that a Register of Asbestos and effective
Management Plan is in place, which does not require any expenditure, or pose a significant
risk to health. No enquiry of the duty holder will be made.

2.3 THE REPORT
The report will be prepared by the Surveyor who carried out the property inspection and will
describe various aspects of the property as defined by the headings of the Single Survey
report with the comments being general and unbiased. The report on the location, style
and condition of the property, will be concise and will be restricted to matters that could
have a material effect upon value and will omit items that, in the Surveyor's opinion, are
not significant. If certain minor matters are mentioned, it should not be interpreted that the
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property is free of any other minor defects.

Throughout the report, the following repair categories will be used to give an overall opinion
of the state of repair and condition of the property.

2.3.1 Category 3: Urgent repairs or replacement are needed now. Failure to deal with them
may cause problems to other parts of the property or cause a safety hazard. Estimates
for repairs or replacement are needed now.

2.3.2 Category 2: Repairs or replacement requiring future attention, but estimates are still
advised.

2.3.3 Category 1: No immediate action or repair is needed.

• There are rights of access and exit over all communal roadways, corridors, stairways
etc. and to use communal grounds, parking areas, and other facilities;

• There are no particularly troublesome or unusual legal restrictions;

All references to visual inspection refer to an inspection from within the property without moving any
obstructions and externally from ground level within the site and adjoining public areas. Any references
to left or right in a description of the exterior of the property refer to the view of someone standing
facing that part of the property from the outside.

The inspection is carried out without causing damage to the building or its contents and without
endangering the occupiers or the Surveyor. Heavy furniture, stored items and insulation are not
moved. Unless identified in the report the Surveyor will assume that no harmful or hazardous materials
or techniques have been used in the construction. The presence or possible consequences of any site
contamination will not be researched.

Services such as TV/cable connection, internet connection, swimming pools and other leisure facilities
will not be inspected or reported on.

Description The property is a purpose built first floor flat in a two storey
and lower ground floor block of two units.

Accommodation
First Floor: Hallway, Living Room, Bedroom, Kitchen and
Shower Room.

Gross Internal Floor Area (m2) 37

Neighbourhood and Location The subjects are situated within an established residential
area of mixed style properties to the north of Dunfermline
city Centre. Local facilities and amenities are available
close by.

Age Approximately 125 years old.

Weather At the time of inspection, there was a heavy frost to the
ground. The content of this report should be read in
accordance with the weather conditions at the time of
inspection.

Chimney Stacks Visually inspected with the aid of binoculars where
appropriate.

There are shared stone pointed stacks located to the gable
wall and rear elevation.

Roofing including Roof Space Sloping roofs were visually inspected with the aid of
binoculars where appropriate.
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Flat roofs were visually inspected from vantage points
within the property and where safe and reasonable to
do so from a 3m ladder externally.

Roof spaces were visually inspected and were entered
where there was safe and reasonable access, normally
defined as being from a 3m ladder within the property.

If this is not possible, then physical access to the roof
space may be taken by other means if the Surveyor
deems it safe and reasonable to do so.

The roof is of a traditional pitched design overlaid in slates
with metal ridge sections. The junctions between the roof
coverings and the gable wall heads have been pointed.
There are dormer projections to the front and rear with
these finished in a mixture of pitched slate and flat felted
platforms. Access to the loft space is via a hatch to the
internal hall ceiling. The roof is of a traditional timber frame
construction overlaid with timber boarding. A modern
membrane has been laid beneath the slates. Quilt
insulation has been laid between and over the ceiling joists
limiting access to a small area surrounding the hatch only.

The pitched roof coverings appear to have been renewed
in recent times and relevant guarantees should be
obtained.

Rainwater Fittings Visually inspected with the aid of binoculars where
appropriate.

Rainwater goods are of a PVC design .

Main Walls Visually inspected with the aid of binoculars where
appropriate.

Foundations and concealed parts were not exposed or
inspected.

Lower walls and the gable wall are over a traditional solid
stone construction pointed externally. Dormer projections
have been created from a timber frame and thereafter clad
in timber and PVC to sections.

Windows, External Doors and
Joinery

Internal and external doors were opened and closed
where keys were available.

Random windows were opened and closed where
possible.
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Doors and windows were not forced open.

The entrance door is of a timber design with cat flap fitted.
The windows are a mixture of older and modern UPVC
frame double glazed units. Timber boarding has been
installed to the roof line areas.

External Decorations Visually inspected.

External timbers have been painted/ stained

Conservatories and Porches There are no conservatories or porches.

Communal Areas Circulation areas visually inspected.

Access to the property from the street level is via a timber
double door at ground level. The internal stairs are a
timber design.

There appears to be a shared drying area to the rear
finished in a mixture of grass and timber decking. This is
partially bounded by stone pointed walls and timber and
metal fencing. Title deeds should be examined to confirm
the extent of any common areas. Access to the rear plot
via a shared path to the gable wall of the building.
There is a retaining wall to the south most boundary of the
rear plot onto a modern housing development. No view
was obtained of this. It should be confirmed if there is any
liability for the maintenance of this.

Garages and Permanent
Outbuildings

There are no garages or permanent outbuildings.

Outside Areas and Boundaries Visually inspected.

See comments under common areas.

Ceilings Visually inspected from floor level.

Ceilings have been finished in plaster. Profile boarding has
been installed to the ceiling of the shower room. There is a
pitched section of ceiling to the living room.

Internal Walls Visually inspected from floor level.

Using a moisture meter, walls were randomly tested
for dampness where considered appropriate.

Internal walls have been finished in plaster. Wet wall
finishing has been added to the showroom with partial tiling
to the kitchen.
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Floors including Sub-floors Surfaces of exposed floors were visually inspected. No
carpets or floor coverings were lifted.

Sub-floor areas were inspected only to the extent
visible from a readily accessible and unfixed hatch by
way of an inverted "head and shoulders" inspection at
the access point.

Physical access to the sub-floor area may be taken if
the Surveyor deems it is safe and reasonable to do so,
and subject to a minimum clearance of 1m between
the underside of floor joists and the solum as
determined from the access hatch.

Flooring is of a suspended timber design overlaid with
boarding. Floor coverings have been fitted throughout with
no access obtained to the flooring beneath.

Internal Joinery and Kitchen
Fittings

Built-in cupboards were looked into, but no stored
items were moved.

Kitchen units were visually inspected excluding
appliances.

Internal doors are a mixture of panel, flush and glazed
units. The kitchen benefits from modern fitted units.

Chimney Breasts and Fireplaces The original fireplace openings within the property have
been removed.

Internal Decorations Visually inspected.

Wall and ceilings have been finished in a mixture of
wallpaper and paint.

Cellars There are no cellars.

Electricity Accessible parts of the wiring were visually inspected
without removing fittings. No tests whatsoever were
carried out to the system or appliances. Visual
inspection does not assess any services to make sure
they work properly and efficiently and meet modern
standards. If any services are turned off, the surveyor
will state that in the report and will not turn them on.

Mains supply installed.

The electricity consumer unit is located in the hall
cupboard.

A range of 13amp sockets are distributed throughout the
property.
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Gas Accessible parts of the system were visually inspected
without removing fittings. No tests whatsoever were
carried out to the system or appliances. Visual
inspection does not assess any services to make sure
they work properly and efficiently and meet modern
standards. If any services are turned off, the surveyor
will state that in the report and will not turn them on.

Mains gas supply installed.

Water, Plumbing and Bathroom
Fittings

Visual inspection of the accessible pipework, water
tanks, cylinders and fittings without removing any
insulation.

No tests whatsoever were carried out to the system or
appliances.

Water is connected to the mains supply.

Visible pipework is made with copper and PVC materials.

Where visible, the plumbing is formed in PVC and copper
materials. It is not unusual for properties of this age to
have hidden lead work remaining.

The shower room is fitted with a white suite containing a
WC, wash hand basin and shower cubicle with mixer
shower.

Heating and Hot Water Accessible parts of the system were visually inspected
apart from communal systems, which were not
inspected.

No tests whatsoever were carried out to the system or
appliances.

There is a gas fired, wall mounted central heating boiler
located within the hall cupboard. This supplies a system of
steel panel radiators throughout the property. The boiler
also supplies the domestic hot water.

Drainage Drainage covers etc were not lifted.

Neither drains nor drainage systems were tested.

Drainage is connected to the main sewer.

Fire, Smoke and Burglar Alarms Visually inspected.

No tests whatsoever were carried out to the system or
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appliances.

Legislation by the Scottish Government, which took effect
from February 2022, requires all residential properties to
have a system of inter-linked smoke alarms and heat
detectors. Carbon monoxide detectors are also required
where appropriate. Purchasers should appraise
themselves of the requirements of this legislation, and
engage with appropriately accredited contractors to ensure
compliance.

Any Additional Limits to Inspection For flats / maisonettes

Only the subject flat and internal communal areas
giving access to the flat were inspected.

If the roof space or under-building/basement is
communal, reasonable and safe access is not always
possible. If no inspection was possible, this will be
stated. If no inspection was possible, the surveyor will
assume that there are no defects that will have a
material effect on the valuation.

The building containing the flat, including any external
communal areas, was visually inspected only to the
extent that the surveyor is able to give an opinion on
the general condition and standard of maintenance.

Parts of the property, which are covered, unexposed or
inaccessible, cannot be guaranteed to be free from defect.

I have not carried out an inspection for Japanese
Knotweed and unless otherwise stated, for the purposes of
the valuation I have assumed that there is no Japanese
Knotweed or other invasive plants within the boundaries of
the property or in neighbouring properties.

The report does not include an asbestos inspection.
However asbestos was widely used in the building industry
until around 2000, when it became a banned substance. If
the possibility of asbestos based products has been
reported within the limitations of the inspection and you
have concerns, you should engage a qualified asbestos
surveyor.

Random testing for dampness was undertaken internally
with the use of a moisture meter where accessible and
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considered appropriate.

Concealed areas beneath and around sanitary fittings were
not visible. Due to the presence of water, there is an
inherent risk of leakage and resultant damage to
concealed areas which may only become apparent when
the building fabric is opened up for examination.

The inspection is not a fire or life safety risk assessment
and should not be relied on as a risk assessment
inspection. Further advice should be sought if a specific
risk assessment of the property and building that it forms
part of is required.

Where repairs are required at height compliance with
Health and Safety legislation often requires the use of
scaffolding which can significantly impact on the cost of
repair. Pricing repairs is outwith the remit of this report but
it would be prudent to consider costs and budgeting before
offering. The various trades can advise further.
The property was fully furnished and all floors were
covered. Consequently, my inspection of the flooring and
other elements was restricted.

In accordance with Health and Safety Guidelines, I have
not disturbed insulation or furniture and floor coverings
have not been moved. Where present, personal effects
within cupboards and wardrobes have not been moved,
therefore limiting my inspection.

Personal effects in cupboards and fitted wardrobes were
not moved and restricted my inspection.

My physical inspection of the roof void area was restricted
due to insulation material and a lack of suitable crawl
boards. As a result, the roof void area was only viewed
from the access hatch.

The flat roof areas are not visible from ground level.
